Technical Update 
It has always been part of the 

Porsche tradition to offer both out­
and-out competition vehicles for 
professional racing, such as the 
935 Turbo, as well as high-per­
formance, road-ready cars which, 
when fitted with competition 
equipment, give customers an ex­
cellent chance for success in 
rallies and circuit races. 

The first study for this kind of 
high-performance vehicle from the 
new Porsche generation is the 924 
Carrera GT. 

Based on the 924 Turbo, this 
car recently made its debut at the 
international auto show in 
Frankfurt. Extra performance has 
been obtained by reducing the 

weight some 330 pounds from the 
standard 924 Turbo. The body­
work has been modified to accept 
wider tires and improve aerody­
namics. 

Larger brakes, harder springs 
and shocks, as well as a limited 
slip differential, have also been 
fitted. And the output of the tur­
bocharged two-litre engine has 
been increased to more than 200 
hp. Top speed is estimated to be 
in excess of 150 mph. 

Of course , in this modified 
form, the 924 couldn't be driven 
legally on the roads here . Looking 
and performing the way it does, 
however, there are plenty of driv­
ers who'd like to wring it out on 
the race track.
