Once again, Ullr (the Scandanavian snow God, for those of you 
who prefer 0-tipping to schussing) look favorably on the club and 
provided saltless roads late in November. Larry Bobbe and Jim 
Gladish put together a concours and tech session with all the 
elements necessary for a large turnout: a look at the 1976 offer­
ings from Porsche, a concours with the usual super participation 
and competition, free beer and snacks, and the hospitality and 
comfortable facilities of Shoreline Porsche Audi. Thanks to 
Wendell Fuji and his family of Shoreline who were there to 
open up for us and keep the beer, which Shoreline provided, 
flowing all day, and to VOA North Central for making it 
possible for us to get first-hand looks at the '76 models.

The concours cars, with the exception of those few which 
were cleared after arriving, came spit and polished to Shoreline 
Porsche Audi. It was obvious that many cars which had been 
cleaned for the Elkhart concours had spent the intervening time 
in the garage receiving added 0-tipping. Wally Ryback had given 
Anita's car so much attention that the judges discovered a rag 
still protecting the engine, but the extra two months still 
didn't give Mark Smedley time to put his horn back on. Whatever 
the reason, Harry Muellich's immaculate Roadster took the 
honors; as usual, however, only the judges could tell the 
differences among the cars in Class A. They were all superb. 

Class B didn't provide any spectator interest at all, since 
Dan & Sandy Gerow had frightened Mark into the less 
fierce competition of "A". Red Rusty's new top received 
considerable attention, and Dan and Sandy won their class 
handily. 

One of the things which makes the PCA work so well is the 
way in which more experienced (we wouldn't say "older") 
members help newcomers with the little tricks of the trade. 
Bob Buckthal does it in autocrossing, and George and Linda 
Gutmann will always answer a question about a rallye. Larry 
Bobbe, however, was so helpful to his pupil, Neil Cross, that 
if age and mileage points were eliminated, Neil's new 912 E 
would have beaten both Larry and Bruce Janecke in Class C. 
It was lucky that Neil's car was really clean, since it was one 
of the main attractions of the day. 

The interiors and exteriors on the "D" cars gleamed; and the 
Leed-Russ competition was interrupted by Tom Masles, and 
several members "got their feet wet" entering their first 
concours. Gallagher keeps saying how good it is for the cars. 

Thanks to Bonnie Gladish and Judi Bobbe for a super job with 
registration and to Harry Muellich, Anita and Wally Ryback, Mark 
Smedley, Bob and Wilma White, Dan Gerow, Bob and Ginny Summ, 
Larry Chmura, Harold Beach, Bruce Janecek, and Applicant Neil 
Cross for judging. As usual the caliber of the competition in every 
class made judging a difficult task. Congratulations to all who 
entered! 

After the concours judging, Mr. AI Huerte of VOA North Central 
was there to show slides of all the new goodies Stuttgart has 
dreamed up for 1976 to tempt our budgets. We were even 
privileged to be among the first to view (and drool over, in several 
cases) the Turbo Carrera. The 912 E and the 1976 S were also 
there, but somehow that $25,000 sticker on the window of the 
Carrera seemed to attract the most attention. Thanks to Mike 
Hall who made a special trip from Toledo to bring it for us. 
There was a slight worry whether either Dan Gallagher or Neil 
Hollebe might try to spirit it away for its silver beauty, but 
their self-restraint was admirable.

As I am sure all of you are aware, the U.S. Postal Service has raised ' 

their rates by 30%. This increase will increase our monthly news­
letter costs by approximately $40. per month.

BIG CARS HAVE MORE ACCIDENTS THAN SMALL CARS 

DAN & SANDY 

A University of Texas research team has released findings which show that drivers of large cars are statistically more likely to be injured 
or killed than those who drive smaller automobiles . 

The UT Graduate School of Business researchers analyzed Department of Public Safety records on automobile registration and accident 
date from a random sampling of 1,204 cars involved in accidents in 1973. They reached the following conslusions : 

Big cars have more accidents than small cars . 
They also have more accidents causing serious or fatal injury. 
Although the chance of serious injury in a small car is slightly higher than in a big one it is not enough higher significantly ·to effect the 

results of the survey. 
The UT team divided cars into four groups: Small, up to 3,000 pounds; intermediate, 3,000 to 4,000 pounds; large, 4,000 to 5,000 

pounds; and super-large, over 5,000 pounds. They found that while 31% of the cars in Texas were "large", 57% of the accidents involved 
large cars . The 21% of small cars amounted for jst 13% of the accidents, and the 46% of intermediates had 26% of the crashes. Large cars 
also produced 51% of.the serious or fatal injuries. 

Their study turned up another unsuspected point: 68% - more than two thirds- of the accidents involving d[unk drivers also involved 
large cars. Only 9%of the drunk driving accidents featured small cars. 

Possible reasons advanced for the accident-prone tendencies of larger cars are less skillful drivers, poor driver visibility compared to the 
more open smaller cars, and the fact that big cars have less room to maneuver in highway lanes and tight spots.
