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USE IT BUT DON'T ABUSE IT

Starting with the 356C all Porsches with 4 wheel 
disc brakes (except 914) use a separate drum brake 
in the rear for parking. This is an effective way 
of providing this function without the use of a 
special caliper. Even though these brakes are 
rather small, they are also quite effective for 
emergency use. 

There are, however, a couple of problems that 
occur. First one must actually use the brake 
occassionally for more than just parking. If the 
brake is not used to stop the vehicle, rust will 
form on the drum • . A partial covering of rust on 
the friction surfllce -is okay as an acceptable 
coefficient of friction will be maintained. If 
the vehicle has been driven in the winter, salt 
after several years of rust will be so heavy that 
the shoes will be contacting a soft chalky surface 
with a poor ability to grip anything, and may not 
hold the car on even a gentle slope. To restore 
the drums to proper condition, they will have to 
be turned on a brake lathe. 

To prevent excessive build-up of rust, one should 
use the parking brake to stop the car from mod­
erate speeds about once a month. From a speed of 
about 30 mph, gently pull the handbrake being 
careful"not to lock the rear wheels and causing 
the car to swerve, (Possibly with 165 or 185 width 
tires, but maybe not with P7's), and remember your 
brake lights won't go on. 

Another problem with these little drum brakes 
occurs when you use them too much. That is, when 
you drive off without fully releasing the brake. 
Even when the warning light is working properly, 
it is sometimes not noticed for long periods of 
time. Driving a block with a lightly dragging 
brake won't hurt anything but going several miles 
may. The lining is a soft non-metallic type to 
keep the hand lever effort low. This compound is 
easily burned if the brake ts left dragging for 
long periods. Once this takes place, the lining 
won't grip the drum with normal contact pressures 
and the lining will have to be replaced. 

Once all the friction components are working well, 
they must be adjusted. The cables must not have 
excessive slack or the mechanism may disconnect 
itself. This can happen easily on 911/912's and 
requires removal of the caliper and drum to recon­
nect. The adjustment where the brake cable enters 
the wheel assembly must be set so the cable 
housing does not slide in or out when pushed 
lightly. It should not be adjusted too tight or 
the shoes will start to move out against the drum. 

Next the shoes must be adjusted with the star 
wheel just like regular drum brakes. The hard 
part is finding the star wheel through the access 
hole and to decide which way to turn it. When 
properly done, the hand lever should firm-up with 
about 3-5 clicks when pulled and the shoes must 
not drag on the drum when the brake is released. 

With proper maintenance, the hand brake will 
operate efficiently for many years and be ready 
for use when you may really need it, like for hand 
brake turning in the ice gymkhana. ~

AUTOCROSS PLANS - GETTING SERIOUS 
By Heber MacMahon 

The Porsche Club means different things to dif­
ferent people, to the extent that their individual 
interests vary. Therefore we provide a variety of 
events including rallyes and concours. But no one 
would deny that Porsches have always been designed 
above all else, to be driven fast. In an environ­
ment where fast driving is illegal and potentially 
dangerous, the club autocross events provide us 
all with an opportunity to explore the limits of 
adhesion and generally enjoy the full performance 
of our cars in a carefully controlled situation. 

On reviewing the ievel of participation in the 
past years events, it's apparent that high speed 
driving events have been the most consistently 
successful. This tends to confirm my opinion that 
most members are drawn to the club by the oppor­
tunity to do some mildly competitive driving at a 
relatively safe and inexpensive level. 

As a region we're fortunate in having two race 
tracks, Road America and Blackhawk Farms available 
to us within a reasonable distance. For those 
who are willing to travel a little further neigh­
boring regions host events in Michigan and Ohio. 
Grattan in Michigan is particularly worth a visit 
for anyone who feels that he or she has mastered 
the local tracks. 

In previous years, we've had two high speed events 
at Road America, which is an incomparable track, 
and these will continue as before. At Blackhawk, 
we've had two "driver's schools" with the emphasis 
on self instruction, but with no timing. In ad­
dition to these we'll have an autocross (i.e. a 
timed event) this year. There are apparently 
divergent opinions about the advisability of this, 
and we will have to give a lot of thought to the 
questions of safety. 

Safety is something we emphasize a lot in the 
club, and with good reason. I am impressed at 
how few serious accidents occur at our events, and 
this is undoubtedly a reflection of careful organ­
ization and meticulous enforcement of safety 
regulations, as well as the disciplined driving of 
the membership. 

Our events are designed to provide a variety of 
exper)ence from parking lot "gymkhanas" to 100 mph 
and autocrosses. While the organizers try to 
reduce the risks by various measures such as 
placing pylons on the track to guide the drivers, 
or to force them to reduce speed, most of us would 
prefer to keep these artifices to a minimum. For 
beginning autocrossers, I would emphasize that 
though a race track may appear to have abundant 
run off areas, there is obviously no guarantee 
that your car will not come in to contact with a 
hard object if you go off. After one lap it 
should be apparent that some bends are more danger­
ous than others, and should be treated with spec­
ial respect. 

But despite good intentions it is in the nature of 
competitive events that occasionally even exper­
ienced drivers will make an error or be the victim 
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of mechanical failure of some sort. Because the 
majority of our members use their cars for every 
day transport, we have only required standard seat 
belts and crash helmets. Appropriate clothing has 
been encouraged but not strictly enforced. 

After seeing a car inverted at a PCA event last 
year, I decided that it was time to slow down or 
get serious about safety. I subsequently instal­
led a four point belt harness, (uses existing 
mounting points in the 911); a bolt can be equally 
easily removed. A single layer nomex driving 
suit costs less than one P7 and is the most 
comfortable thing I've ever worn for driving in 
hot weather. Especially in the modified and 
improved classes, these are options to consider as 
they can only add to one's comfort and enjoyment 
of an event. 

At this point 1983 promises to be one of our most 
successful autocross seasons to date. As auto­
cross coordinator, I would welcome any offers to 
participate in the organization, or suggestions to 
improve the quality of the coming events. ~
