A CURE FOR TAILGATERS 

Have you ever been bothered by 
a tailgating driver behind you? 
Other than honking, waving or 
swearing, ther has seemed to be no 
remedy. 

But trust the resourceful 
Germans. Alarmed by statistics 
40% of accidents in 1979 in West 
Germany were caused by vehicles 
following too closely - they have 
something being called Heads-Up­
Display (HUD) . 

HUD is a computerized device 
that throws a beam of light acr o ss 
the windshield of the following c a r 
to indicate to its driver he is 
coming too close. 

The proper distance is deter­
mined by the speed of the car whi ch 
the HUD computes, and the r o ad 
surface condition, which the d river 
dials into the mechanism. 

The HUD now is to be tested 
in actual traffic conditions. Let's 
hope it works. If it does n ot c ost 
too much it should be far mo re 
efficacious than relying on rear 
bumper stickers that say, "Get 
back you$!&!$".
