On July 20th, we will run a timed autocross at 
Blackhawk. The first PCA event of its type to be 
held there for many years. Though the drivers 
schools there have always been popular, this new 
event will add a competitive element, while still 
allowing plenty of track time for everyone. 
Practice will be held in the morning with timed 
runs in the afternoon. 

As this w1ll be a high speed event, you and your 
car should be prepared accordingly. Note that we 
shall be enforcing new helmet regulations which 
require 1970 Snell standard as a minimum, with 
1975 Snell recommended. If in doubt, check the 
inside of your helmet. If it does not have 1970 
or '75 Snell sticker in there it isn't legal. 
Appropriate clothing and footwear will also be 
required. i.e. no open toed shoes or high heels. 
Non-synthetic long sleeved shirts and long pants 
are strongly recommended. If you have a Nomex 
race suit please wear it. 

Remember, the race track rules specifically 
prohibit any alcoholic beverages being consumed 
while the track is open, and of course this 
includes guests. However, it is a good idea to 
bring soft drinks in a cooler as it can be very 
hot at Blackhawk. Also bring some food as lunch 
will not be available at the track. It is not a 
good place to bring young children, and pets are 
absolutely prohibited. 

As this is a new event on the calendar, the 
results will not count towards overall awards for 
the year. We expect a good turnout, so get your 
entry in early to assure a place and to take 
advantage of the lower pre-registration entry fee. 

To get to Blackhawk, take the Northwest Tollway 
(I-90) north toIl. Hwy. 75 (Just south of 
Wisconsin line), West on 75 toT (Blackhawk Rd.), 
right to Shirland Ave., left on Shirland to Fisher 
Rd., left on Fisher to T (Rockton Rd.), Left on 
Rockton, Blackhawk is on your right.

Full shoes are 
REQUIRED. No bare feet, sandals or open-toed shoes 
are permitted .
