Then, it was time for the real thing. Instruction sheets were picked up and 
carefully studied. Out times were given and we headed to the 914, clip­
board and pencil in hand. A few hours later we found ourselves at the 
Knights of Columbus Hall turning in our score sheets. Can this be for real? 
We didn't miss any checkpoints, we didn't threaten to ki~l each other, and 
we were actually having a great time! Unbelievably we took a 3rd place trophy 
in the "Seat of the Pants" class. 

A lot of time and effort went into 
the planning and execution of the 
Rallye School-and it showed. We 
don't think we are alone in our 
new-found enthusiasm for rallying. 
Thanks O.J. and Co.!We can hardly 
wait until June 23 for the Longest 
Day-Almost Rallye. Hope we 
don't forget everything by then!

Really Equipped-Or Seat of the Pants 

(Or If's All in The Head and Feet) by Bob & wuma White 

INTRODUCTION 

Rallying is famous for many of the 
things it is not and one of the most 
inaccurate is the interpersonal re­
lationship strains it reportedly 
generates. In actual fact, Rallying is 
fun and can be very stimulating 
when one considers the multiple 
requirements of attempting .to un­
derstand a somewhat obtuse rallye 
"master" while trying, without 
equipment other than what exists 
between the two ears, to maintain 
some arbitrary average speed be­
tween two unknown locations. 

There are a number of important, 
and sometimes subtle, points 
which are crucial to being suc­
cessful in addition to having fun 
with your Porsche and other com­
panion. Some of these are true for 
all classes and others are specific 
to the unequipped class. However, 
I will list them all together with 
emphasis on those that are more 
crucial for the seat-of-the-pants-er. 

1) DON'T FIGHT AND REMAIN 
CALM!!! Getting excited only leads 
to more confusion (if you are not 
confused, lost, or questioning an 
instruction, then why are you 
excited?), to more mistakes, lost 
time, etc. 

2) NEVER -NEVER GET LOST!!! For 
seat-of-the-pants types this takes 
on special significance since it is 
almost impossible to do the neces­
sary calculations or corrections for 
the time and miles ''lost''. If you are 
unsure of an instruction, stop, 
keeping track of the time, and work 
out the correct meaning. Then 
proceed on course making up the 
time as shown in a later section. 

3) KEEP TRACK OF WHERE AND 
WHEN. At every instruction, turn, 
or significant step, write down 
B Chicago Scene 

your time and the mileage in­
cluding when entering a check 
point! Many times I have had check 
point personnel give the wrong in­
time and even out times which 
have already passed. It is also 
important to have this information 
in case you do some time get off 
course or lost and need to get back 
on the course and to the check 
point. It is not a question of making 
up the time, write that off but get­
ting to the check point so that you 
do not get the missed check point 
penalty as well-and are not able 
to run the next leg on time. Not 
getting back on course is Double 
Jeopardy. 

4) KNOVVTHEACCURACYOFYOUR 
SPEEDOMETER. Note the above 
says speedometer and not odo­
meter. For seat-of-the-pants, it is 
the speedometer and its accuracy 
which is most critical since you 
will have the chance to check your 
odometer against the rallyemas­
ter' s. The speedometer error will 
not be the same as the odometer 
and will typically change with 
speed. Check it at around 30 and 60 
mph by using a stop watch and 
mile markers on an interstate. The 
relation is: 

Actual Speed (mph) 
3600 

Time in Seconds 
For 1 Mile 

5) DRIVE AT STEADY SPEEDS. Pick 
the speed needed for the CAST. 
This is based on your speedometer 
calibration, and the points dis­
cussed below under speed consid­
erations, but is typically slightly 
above the CAST. Then drive as 
steadily as possible! Most people 
unknowingly allow their speed to 
vary-that's a no-no for seat-of-the­
pants. If you must slow down for 
traffic, etc. then when you can 
speed up drive above the CAST for 

as many mph as you had to drive 
below it and for the same length of 
time. In all cases drive the speeds 
steadily with as little variation as 
possible. 

6) START AND STOP AT RAPID BUT 
CONSTANT RATES. This means that 
as you accelerate and brake, the car 
feels comfortable and not like you 
are first being pulled forward in the 
seat and then pushed back The 
force on you in the seat should feel 
constant. This will make it possible 
to make a simple correction for the 
time lost during stops and starts. 
The level you pick should also be 
comfortable, which will mean the 
acceleration and deceleration will 
be about 0.15 g. 

SPEED CONSIDERATIONS 
AND CORRECTIONS 

If you stay on course and follow the 
points outlined above, then there 
are only three basic speed correc­
tions or speed rules to be consi­
dered. These are: 

1) Correcting for starts and stops 
2) VVhat speed and for how long to 

make up lost time 
3) It's better to drive too fast than 

too slow 

The lost time due to a start or a stop 
followed by a stllrt or a stop is given 
in Figure 1, based on the 0.15 g 
constant rate concept discussed in 
item 6 above. Note that there is a 
start associated with the beginning 
of each leg and a stop associated 
with its end, i.e. another start-stop 
sequence. This is often over-looked 
by rallyists. In Figure 1, the total 
time, in seconds lost due to any 
start-stop or stop-start sequence to 
or from a speed is shown graphi­
cally. You just pick the speed say at 
the beginning ofthe stop and read 
up to the line and then across to the 



seconds. Thus for a stop sequence 
from 50 mph, the lost time is 15.2 
seconds. Nate that the relation is 
linear so that from 25 mph the line 
would be 7.6 seconds or one half 
that at 50. Thus all you have to 
remember is you lose about 15 
seconds in start or stop sequences 
from 50 and at other speeds it is the 
simple proportion of that 15 sec­
onds. Of course, if you sit at the 
stop sign, for example, for 20 
seconds waiting for traffic, this 
must be added to the lost time for 
the stopping sequEU"lce_. 

How do you make up this lost time? 
You obviously must drive faster. 
The question is how much faster 
and for how long. I like to use the 
plus 5 or plus 10 concept.That is 
you drive at plus 5 mph or plus 10 
mph above the CAST for as long as

necessary to make up the lost time. 
Figure No. 2 shows how many 
seconds you make up for each mile 
driven at plus 5 mph and plus 10 
mph over the CAST. Thus from the 
figure, if the CAST is 40 mph and 
you drive at 50 mph, i.e. the plus 10 
line, you make up 18 seconds for 
each mile you drive. Using our 
start-stop method from above and 
making the stop from 40 mph the 
lost time would be 4/ 5 of 15.2 or 
about 12 seconds and ifwe assume 
we had to wait about 6 seconds at 
the stop sign, you would have lost 
18 seconds. Driving then at plus 10 
for one mile would now have made 
up the time and could return to the 
CAST. 

If you don't want to try to remem­
ber too many numbers, it is pos­
sible to use average values from

curve 2. It will not be exact but in 
the seat-of-the-pants class that is 
not too critical. Thus plus 5 has an 
average value of about 15 seconds 
per mile in the 30 mph to 50 mph 
range and plus 10 about 38 seconds 
per mile in t~e same speed range. 

Finally, note in Figure 2 that there 
are also minus 5 and minus 10 
curves which show the penalty in 
time for driving slower than the 
CAST, i.e., if you want to lose time. 
Nate that the loss is always greater 
than the gain. Another way of 
looking at this result is that it is 
better to drive too fast than too 
slow in that your error will be less. 
Thus your check point error will be 
smaller if you drive a little too fast 
than if you drive a little too slow! 

Now, go have fun, since that is 
really the name of the game. •

ARTICLE 5: No bonus points for authenticity; no penalty for lack thereof.

Also available are buttered peas or creamed 
spinach. A variety of desserts is available, but our favorite is the 'Itifle, 
which is a spongy cake dough filled with fresh fruit and covered with 
brandy.
