Insight 
MAKING IT GO FASTER 
By Heber MacMahon 

Porsches are designed and built with performance 
so obviously in mind that one might think that 
there would be no need to modify them for auto­
crossing. Actually, this is correct -there is no 
need. Any well maintained Porsche can be auto­
crossed successfully and enjoyably just as it came 
from the factory. Indeed the very idea of alter­
ing what the factory hath wrought would probably 
be viewed as sacrilegious in certain concours 
orientated quarters - almost like trying to im­
prove Beethoven's Fifth Symphony by re-writing it. 
On the other hand one must remember that all 
street cars, including Porsches, represent a 
compromise between performance and comfort. A 
successful compromise perhaps, but a compromise 
nonetheless. Thus it is possible to improve the 
performance of your car on the track, particularly 
in the handling department, usually at some small 
cost in comfort for everyone driving. 

Bearing this in mind, before you settle yourself 
in front of the telephone with Automation Catalog 
and American Express card laid out before you, you 
should first decide not only how much you want to 
spend, but also how far you ultimately want to go, 
extent you want to transform your air-conditioned, 
smooth riding, quiet and hi-fi enhanced street car 
into a cantankerous, bone-shaking·, rasping, sweat­
box. Even if you think you are prepared to endure 
all manner of hardships in pursuit of glory, there 
is another consideration. That is, significant 
modifications to your car will probably change 
your classification for Porsche Club speed events. 
This is a factor you can choose to ignore (as I 
always have done, to my cost). But if winning 
trophies is important to you, you had better 
obtain a copy of the P.C.R's These are a set of 
detailed rules devised by and available from P.C.A. 
National, for classifying Porsches specifically 
according to their degree of modification. Note 
that this does not necessarily equate with per­
formance. Thus you can't assume that if you are 
bumped to a higher class because of something you 
have done to your car, that your car will be 
competitive in the higher class. 

To take an example with which I have reason to be 
familiar, if you should decide that your old 911 
needs a new paint job, and while you're at it you 
decide to flare the fenders, you'll need wider 
wheels or spacers or both to fill those flares. 
Even if the car is otherwise stock, those wheels 
may cause you to end up competing against race 
cars that arrive at the track on trailers. Simi-
1 arly if you have an older 911 and decide to 
update it by installing a 3 litre SC motor, you 
might think that this would put you into the same 
class as the other 'original' SC's. Not so. Into 
the modified class you go to compete with brightly 
colored and raucou~ sounding fibreglass machines 
held together with ·zeus fasteners. But if you 
read the rules carefully, you'll realize that you 
can do quite a lot with your car before you get to 
this point. 
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Generally, it makes sense to work on the brakes 
and suspension first. Lowering the ride height is 
beneficial up to a point, but remember that chang­
ing to a lower profile tire will also reduce the 
height noticeably. Lowering and changing to PM's 
may cause the car to run arouna-when entering and 
exiting gas stations (Yes, it has happened to me). 

Stiffer than stock shock absorbers such as Bil­
steins (sport or race settings) are definitely 
worthwhile in my experience, though they can give 
a rough ride over city potholes. If you're ser­
ious about autocrossing, you might also consider 
an adjustable front swaybar. This won't make the 
car go faster~~· but will allow you to easily 
"dial-in" varying degrees of understeer and over­
steer according to your preference. This gives 
you more flexibility than merely adjusting front 
vs. rear tire pressures. 

Actually, the first item that I like to modify on 
any new car, whether Porsche or other, is none of 
the above. It is the driving seat (howls of 
horror from the concours contingent). I believe 
that there is no car made that cannot be made 
vastly more comfortable and even controllable for 
fast driving by the addition of a first class 
dedicated driving seat. I mean the kind of seat 
you have to lift yourself into and out of, but 
which holds you solidly in position during fast 
cornering. It's an expensive investment but 
remember you can keep the original one and replace 
it if you sell the car. In the meantime, you have 
the bonus of a genuine Porsche seat in your living 
room! 

One of the bene.fits of our club is that there is 
plenty of free and more or less unbiased advice 
available. There are enough Porsches of all types 
in the club that have been modified in various 
ways that you can learn from other members exper­
ience -you don't have to experiment with your own 
car if you don't want to. ~

GETTING A GRIP ON YOUR DRIVING 
By John Bohlander 

Vehicle ergonomics (driver accomodation) is a very 
demanding task. Designing for the human body 
requires carefull planning of the interior shape 
and driving position to fit a stylish and 
aerodynamic exterior. Porsche has done better than 
many car companies in building a liveable sports 
car. 

The primary mode of driver accomodation is the 
adjustable seat. A second method is the adjustable 
steering column. Common on large cars (including 
the 928), its use dwindles on smaller 
lighterweight vehicles. 

Since the introduction of the 911, Porsche has 
offered a special steering wheel as an option. 
This has been carried over to the 924/944 as well. 
To fit a driver whose arm/leg length ratio is 
somewhat different than the typical Bavarian, a 
steering wheel with a 30mm extended hub has been 
offered. The result is that the wheel is further 
from the dash and allows a readjustment of seat 
position and rake. This provides for more 
comfortable driving and better control in events 
like gymkhanas for many people. 

Originally the 1965-68 911-912 came with a 420mm 
diameter steering wheel in plastic, wood or 
leather. The raised hub version may still be 
available in leather (part number 901.347.082.73, 
$430). For 1969-73 911-912 a 400mm diameter wheel 
was used in plastic, leather and foamed (ugly 
imitation leather). The extended hub version is 
still available in plastic (part number 
901.347.081.05, $303) and leather (part number 
901.347.081.15, $430). A new horn contact is 
required for these wheels (part number 
901.347.940.00, $9. 18). 

Starting in 1974 a new type of wheel is used on 
911's. To obtain the extended hub feature you need 
only a special hub (part number 911.347.855.00, 
$81) and three screws (part number 900.146.036.02, 
$2.15 each) need to be substituted under the 
steering whee 1. 

924/944 Porsches have this feature in a special 
version of the three spoke 380mm diameter 930 
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style wheel (part number 477.419.091L, $400) 
available in black or brown. 

The only disadvantage to the extended hub setup is 
that it moves the stalk controls awav from the 
reach of your finger tips which brings us to the 
928. 

While everyone is aware of the tilting steering 
column-instrument pod, there is also a special 
feature to change the distance between the foot 
pedals and the steering wheel. This is 
accomplished without changing the dash to steering 
wheel distance. This is done by adjusting the foot 
pedal cluster. This is not a 2 minute job 
(editor's note: I don't believe John said that) 
and few mechanics are even aware of the feature. 
However, with the 4 way or 6 way power seats there 
should be a perfect fit for almost anyone. 

Another consideration in fitting a steering wheel 
to the driver is the diameter. Porsches generally 
come with a 400mm diameter wheel with 380mm being 
optional (930 style). The larger wheels give less 
steering effort and better view of the instruments 
but may interfere with the legs. The 924/944 uses 
an eccentric rim wheel to avoid this leg problem. 
The small diameter steering wheel gives good feel 
on tight autocross courses but blocks the 
instrument view. The 924/944 uses an upside-down 
tach to improve the view when the smaller wheel is 
used. 

Aftermarket steering wheels are usually very small 
in diameter and have thick rims. They feel great 
but really cover up the instruments. It is 
important with an aftermarket wheel that it be a 
dished type or it will be much to close to the 
dash. 

One good way to get a smaller wheel on the 1965-73 
911 is to use a 914-6 steering wheel. It fits 
perfectly and has the butterfly horn rim that is 
much nicer than the little buttons in the middle 
of the aftermarket wheels. 

Lastly, if you do not have a leather steering 
wheel either put a leather cover on it (the vinyl 
ones are junk) or get a pair of driving gloves. 
Either way you will be warmer in Winter and cooler 
in Summer. The more secure grip lends itself to 
proper wheel use in events (you are not supose to 
let your plastic steering wheel slip through your 
sweaty hands in a driving event). ~
